See 
some of the finest handmade Native American 
art in the Southwest and enjoy lunch at the 
Cameron Trading Post. Find a souvenir from

8 // Las Cruces, NM Dedicated to preserving 
the town’s raucous history, a tour of the 
Tombstone Courthouse will shine light on 
the history of this mining town. The two-story 
Victorian courthouse has been converted to a 
museum filled with memorabilia that you’ll find 
fascinating! Witness a reenactment at the O.K. 
Corral, the legendary site of the thirty-second 
shootout that happened in 1881. Enjoy lunch 
before continuing our journey.
9 // Lubbock, TX Get ready to go spelunking! 
Visit Carlsbad Caverns National Park, 
where we’ll explore the interior of Guadalupe 
Mountains caves in New Mexico. Carlsbad 
contains “the Big Room,” the largest single cave 

chamber by volume in North America, host to 
astonishing limestone formations that feel like 
something from another world!
