Mesa Verde National Park was 
established in 1906 to preserve and interpret the 
archeological heritage of the Ancestral Pueblo 
people who made it their home from 600 to 
1300 CE. Today, the park protects nearly 5,000 
known archaeological sites, including 600 cliff 
dwellings. Lunch will be included today.
5 // Durango, CO Get ready for another train 
ride today, this time courtesy of the famous 
Durango & Silverton Railroad! On this 
excursion, you can look forward to experiencing 
all of the most remarkable sights this section of 
railroad features, such as the Horseshoe Curve, 
High Bridge, and all of the Animas River Gorge 
including the spectacular views from the High 
Line. Then this afternoon, pan for gold at The 
Old Hundred Gold Mine Tour. This guided mine

7 // Colorado Springs, CO The Royal Gorge 
Route Railroad is often referred to as the “most 
scenic train ride in North America.” The train 
provides access through Colorado’s grandest 
canyon, over 1000’ deep, and just over 30’ 
across at its narrowest point, with the tumbling 
waters of the Arkansas River flowing alongside 
the train. It also offers the only possible path 
of travel through Colorado’s Royal Gorge. This 
premium train ride also offers open-air viewing 
cars and will include lunch while on-board. 
Tonight, we will visit the Flying W Ranch and 
experience their iconic Chuckwagon Supper 
Show, featuring a rousing western stage show 
and a classic American chuckwagon dinner. 

8 // Limon, CO One final train ride for our 
railway romp through Colorado on the Pikes 
Peak Cog Train.
