8 // Hubbard Glacier Cruise past Hubbard
Glacier this morning and notice the deep blue
color of the glacier face. Unlike nearly every
tidewater glacier on the continent, Hubbard is
advancing, not retreating; it's forever pushing a
little further into the bay.

Spend the first of
two nights at a lodge located on the outskirts of
Denali National Park. Enjoy dinner with a side of
laughter at Denali's Cabin Nite Dinner Theatre.

12 // Denali National Park, AK Experience
spectacular Alaskan beauty and adventure
as we travel into Denali National Park on a
narrated half-day trip. A box lunch is included.
Capture a grand view of North America's tallest
peak, unspoiled landscape and wildlife. A scenic
stretch of snow-capped mountains and verdant
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green valley give us plenty of photo opportunities.
Tonight, enjoy dinner with the group.

13 // Fairbanks, AK Take a look into rural
Alaskan lifestyle and visit a local sled dog
musher’s homestead. Hear stories about the
award-winning Iditarod racing team and cuddle
some adorable pups.
