learn about Vermont's famous maple production.

We'll then head back toward Middlebury for a
quick shopping stop at Danforth Pewter before
ending the day with a group dinner.

6 // Bethlehem, NH We'll start with a trip up
the Loon Mountain Gondola, offering stunning
views of the surrounding White Mountains.
