5 // Longview, TX Get up close and personal 
with wildlife today. A local guide will show us 
the way through swamps and bayous during 
a swamp cruise. Sit back and keep your eyes 
peeled for alligators and other wildlife lurking in 
the murky waters. Authentic Cajun music and 
the guide’s narrations will keep you entertained 
as we explore some of the most beautiful cypress 
swamps around! See the abundant wildlife such 
as alligators, nutria, raccoons, great blue heron, 
great egret, gallinule rail, bald eagle, turtles and 
deer while learning the cultural history of the 
area.
