Along the way, you’ll 
encounter a variety of wildlife surrounded by 
ancient cypress trees adorned with garlands of 
Spanish moss. You may find a Great Blue Heron 
catching a fish, alligators sunning themselves, 
or a Black-crowned Night Heron with a bullfrog 
or snake in it’s mouth!
