Pay tribute to one 
of Oklahoma’s most beloved sons at the Will 
Rogers Memorial Museum before snapping a 
photo with the quirky and iconic Catoosa Blue 
Whale — a Route 66 classic that never fails to 
bring a smile. Cap off the adventure with a stop 
at the vibrant Mother Road Market, where local 
flavors and one-of-a-kind finds make the perfect 
souvenir of an unforgettable journey down 
America’s Main Street!
